• Develop beneficial relationships with local organisations and individuals. 

• Support, encourage, and empower members to develop sustainable friendships. 

• Encourage volunteering and skills development opportunities for members of 
Dates-n-Mates, recording & recognising their contributions. 

• Responsible for production of local communications materials in print and online. 

• Maintain accurate records including the membership database and event planning 
documents and contribute to local case studies. 

• Work in line with our volunteer strategy, alongside our Operational & Volunteers 
Lead to co-ordinate and support local event volunteers. 

• Communicate effectively with Dates-n-Mates members, and other stakeholders.
